ARTICLE V - Executive Council Members

Section A.  1. Executive Council Members that include the Council Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and Treasurer shall be elected by a simple majority of voting members at the fall meeting in even years.   Members in good standing with voting privileges who are unable to attend may mail in their ballot.  
                        ARTICLE VIII - Who May Vote

All officially appointed local government historians: City, County, Town and Village Historians; all duly appointed Deputies/Assistants of the same and Representatives appointed by the Seneca, Tonawanda or Tuscarora Nations within Western New York; comprised of the counties within the Niagara, Southern Tier and Finger Lakes Regions of New York State, who have paid their dues.
Ballots will be mailed out with the Fall meeting registration packet but must be returned separately in a sealed envelope to the nominating chair. Ballots will be opened and tallied at the Fall meeting.
